ANIMAL AND BIRD EXHIBITORS
1. All animal and bird exhibitors are required to sign an Exhibit Health Declaration upon delivering their
entry and must adhere to the health requirements outlined in this document.

2. Owners of animals are responsible for any veterinary fees incurred. The Cairns Show will not assume
responsibility for any veterinarian expenses.

b. All electrical leads must be appropriately tagged in accordance with relevant industrial
regulations.
