HOW TO ENTER
1. Complete an Entry online or in person at the Cairns Show Office, or post via PO Box 811 Bungalow,
QLD 4870.
2. Entries will not be accepted over the phone or after the closing date, unless agreed to by the Chief
Steward.
3. Pay for Entry Fees online, by direct deposit, or in person at the Cairns Show Office (cash accepted).
Entries must be delivered to the Mareeba Saleyards by the due date time and date shown.
5. Prize Money is paid by the Cairns Show Office after finalisation of results (usually no later than end
of August).

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SPECIAL REGULATIONS

1. Refer to General Conditions of Entry.

2. Allintending exhibitors must mouth their cattle before entering them into the correct classes.
Mouthing will be double checked at the Saleyards by the Stewards to ensure the Cattle have been
entered into the appropriate classes. At this point the Stewards will fit an ear tag to indicate entry
number and teeth status. Prime Beef Cattle will be judged as per ear tag.

3. All cattle must be the bona fide property of the exhibitor.

4. All cattle will be fed by the Mareeba Saleyards Manager until Curfew time on Wednesday at the
expense of the vendor.

5. All entries received are subject to the right of the Stewards to reject any cattle not up to Show
standard and if required to arrange for same to be removed from the ground before Judging
commences.

6. Stewards also retain the right to transfer any entry to a more suitable Class.

7. All cattle will be poll, tipped or dehorned. Cattle with sharp horns will not be accepted.

8. Asigned Health Certificate by owner or representative and copy of waybill must be provided on
delivery of animals.

9. The following colour ear tags will be fitted to indicate age: Orange - Milk Teeth, White - 2 Teeth,
Blue - 4 Teeth, Yellow - 6 Teeth, Green - Full Mouth.

10. In the event of an exhibit in any one class not being worthy of a prize. No prize money will be
awarded.

11. Champions may be selected from single or pen classes.

12. All cattle will be weighed, and lot numbered on arrival at Saleyards.

13. All animals exhibited are to be of good general health and free of transmittable diseases. Cattle
must be in a nil (ESI) export slaughter interval or with nil (WHP) withholding period.

14. All cattle must be available for sale.

15. Cattle cannot be entered or compete in more than one class.

16. Entries are to be pasture and/or crop fed only.

17. All animals to be exhibited must be registered with the National Livestock Identification System
(NILS) and have come of a PIC with a current biosecurity plan.

18. The cattle will then be sold on a cents per kg basis on Thursday morning and weighed immediately
afterwards. This will be the pay weight as per a normal liveweight cattle sale.
